Turnagain Arm 
along the Kenai Peninsula in Alaska boasts the second highest tide in North America after the Bay of Fundy in 
Nova Scotia. These tides, which can reach 30 feet, come in so quickly that they sometimes produce a wave 
known as a bore tide wave.  Absolutely gorgeous motorcycle riding!  Thank you, Lord, for such beauty!   
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We also visited Girdwood, Alaska which hosts the Alyeska Resort.  This was a detour from our original plans 
for the ride; however, it turned out to be a blessing for us as a safe haven from the rain.
